Sebastian King, a Mssissippi inmate (# 62506), appeals from
the district court’s entry of judgnent for the defendants
followng a nonjury trial of his pro se civil rights action.

King argues that, before trial, the district court erred in

denyi ng his discovery request. Because King has not shown that
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he was prejudi ced by such denial, he has not shown that the

district court abused its discretion. See Marshall v. Norwood,

741 F.2d 761, 764 (5th Gr. 1984).
King has neither provided a transcript of the trial nor
sought production of a transcript at governnent expense, as is

his responsibility. See Ri chardson v. Henry, 902 F.2d 414, 415-

16 (5th Gr. 1990); Fep. R App. P. 10(b). To the extent that
King chal |l enges the judgnent that resulted fromthe trial, the

appeal is DI SM SSED. See Ri chardson, 902 F.2d at 416.

King has failed to brief argunents with respect to the
district court’s entry of judgnent in favor of the defendants
other than Holt. Any clains against those defendants have thus

been abandoned. See Yohey v. Collins, 985 F.2d 222, 224-25 (5th

Cr. 1993); Fe». R App. P. 28(a)(9). The judgnent is AFFI RVED as
to these renmai ning clains.
