Wl ard Thomason, federal prisoner No. 15433-008, appeals
the district court’s dismssal of his 28 U S.C. § 2241 petition
for failure to exhaust his adm nistrative renedies wth the
Bureau of Prisons (BOP). Thomason noves this court for
perm ssion to file a traverse out of tinme, to supplenent the
record, for a declaratory judgnent, and for permssion to file a

suppl enental reply brief. W GRANT the notions to file a

traverse and to supplenent the record and DENY the notions for a

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declaratory judgnent and perm ssion to file a supplenental reply
brief.

Thomason argues that the BOP has wongfully denied him
credit on his federal sentence for tine served in the custody of
the State of Ohio. A federal prisoner nust "exhaust his
adm ni strative renedi es before seeking habeas relief in federal

court under 28 U.S.C. 8 2241." Fuller v. R ch, 11 F.3d 61, 62

(5th Gr. 1994); see Rourke v. Thonpson, 11 F.3d 47, 49 (5th Cr

1993). Thomason does not dispute that he failed to exhaust his
adm nistrative remedies with the BOP prior to seeking 8§ 2241

relief in the district court. United States v. WIlson, 503 U S.

329, 331-35 (1992); see 28 C.F.R 88 542.10-542.18. As he has
failed to denonstrate extraordi nary circunstances which woul d
warrant a wai ver of the exhaustion requirenent, we AFFIRMthe
district court’s dismssal of the petition for failure to exhaust

adm ni strati ve renedi es. See Fuller, 11 F.3d at 62.
