Plaintiff-Appellant Joseph Cal ai s appeal s the district court’s
grant of summary judgnent in favor of the Conm ssioner of Social
Security. Calais contends that the Adm nistrative Law Judge (ALJ)
did not properly apply Social Security Ruling 83-20 in determ ning
the onset date of his disability. He states that, because his
injury stemmed froma traumatic event, the onset date should have
been the date of his injury. Even if considered a disability of
non-traumatic origin, Calais contends that the ALJ should have

determ ned whether the alleged onset date was consistent wth

Calais’s testinony, work history, and nedi cal evidence.

Pursuant to 5" CR R 47.5, the court has determ ned that
this opi nion should not be published and is not precedent except
under the limted circunstances set forth in 5" QR R 47.5. 4.



W have reviewed the record and briefs submtted by the
parties and find that the ALJ's decision was supported by
