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Paul Mark Burton appeals the inposition of a life term of
supervi sed release followng his guilty plea to possession of
child pornography. The Governnent argues that his appeal is
barred by his know ng and vol untary appeal waiver.

A defendant may waive his statutory right to appeal as part
of a valid plea agreenent if the waiver is know ng and vol untary.

United States v. Robinson, 187 F.3d 516, 517 (5th Gr. 1999);

United States v. Melancon, 972 F.2d 566, 567 (5th Gr. 1992).

The record indicates that the district court conplied with FeD.

" Pursuant to 5THOR R 47.5, the court has determ ned that
this opi nion should not be published and is not precedent except
under the limted circunstances set forth in 5THCQR R 47.5.

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R CRM P. 11(b)(1)(N and that Burton read and understood the
pl ea agreenent. Therefore, the waiver was knowi ng and vol untary.

See United States v. MKinney, 406 F.3d 744, 746 (5th G r. 2005).

The wai ver applies to the sentencing claimat issue under the

pl ai n | anguage of the plea agreenent. See United States v. Bond,

414 F. 3d 542, 544 (5th Cr. 2005). The waiver is therefore
enforceabl e, and Burton has wai ved the instant appeal. See id.
