Di mas Roj as-Duquez (Rojas) pleaded guilty to illegal reentry
after deportation and was sentenced to 60 nonths of inprisonnent,
three years of supervised rel ease, and a $100 speci al assessnent.

Rojas argues on appeal that his sentence was unreasonable
because (1) the anmount of cocaine involved in a prior conviction on
which a 16-level increase in his offense level pursuant to
US S G 8 2L1L.2(b)(1)(A (i) was based was small, (2) he returned

to the United States only to check on his children and to prevent

them from being placed in a foster hone, and (3) he intended to
return to Mexico after checking on his children. He does not
challenge the district court’s calculation of his guideline
sent enci ng range.

Because Rojas’s sentence was within a properly calcul ated
guideline range of 57 to 71 nonths, we infer that the district
court considered all the factors for a fair sentence set forth in

the Guidelines. See United States v. Mares, 402 F. 3d 511, 519 (5th

Cr.), cert. denied, 126 S. . 43 (2005). “[A] sentence within a

properly cal cul ated Cuideline range is presunptively reasonable.”

United States v. Alonzo, 435 F.3d 551, 554 (5th Gr. 2006). Rojas

has failed to denonstrate that his properly cal cul ated gui deli nes

sent ence was unreasonabl e. See id.; Mares, 402 F.3d at 5109.
