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Tahir Nisar Shai kh, a native and citizen of Pakistan,
petitions for review of an order fromthe Board of Inmgration
Appeals (BIA) affirmng the decision of the inmgration judge
(1'J) denying his application for cancellation of renoval and his
request for a continuance based on his pending application for
| abor certification. Shaikh contends that the denial of the
conti nuance was inconsistent with 8 U.S.C. 8§ 1255(i) and deprived

hi m of due process of |aw.

" Pursuant to 5THOR R 47.5, the court has determ ned that
this opi nion should not be published and is not precedent except
under the limted circunstances set forth in 5THCQR R 47.5. 4.
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We assunme w thout deciding that Shai kh had pending a tinely
application for labor certification. Even a tinely application
for labor certification did not constitute good cause for a
conti nuance because the grant of certification would have been
only the first step in a long, discretionary process. See Ahned

v. Gonzal es, 447 F.3d 433, 438-39 (5th Gr. 2006). Accordingly,

t he denial of Shaikh's notion for a continuance was not an abuse
of discretion.

Shai kh al so argues that the denial of his notion for a
conti nuance violated his due process rights because he was
prevented from pursuing an adjustnent of status under 8§ 1255(i).
This contention fails because “discretionary relief fromrenoval
i ncluding an application for an adjustnent of status, is not a
liberty or property right that requires due process protection.”
Ahned, 447 F.3d at 440.

Shai kh’s petition for review is DEN ED
