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Rahi m Maknojia petitions for review of an order to the Board
of Immgration Appeals (BIA) affirmng an order of the
immgration judge (1J) denying his application for asylum
wi t hhol di ng of renoval, and for relief under the Convention
Agai nst Torture (CAT).

Maknojia does not dispute that he did not file a tinely
asyl um application, but he argues that he nmet his burden of
show ng that extraordinary circunstances prevented his tinely

filing. W lack jurisdiction to reviewthis claim and the

Maknojia chal l enges the determ nation that he is not
entitled to withhol ding of renoval based on his Muslimreligion
or to protection under the Convention Against Torture (CAT). W
must defer to the BIA' s decision unless the evidence conpels a

contrary conclusion. Carbajal-Gonzalez v. INS, 78 F.3d 194, 197

(5th Gr. 1996). The determ nation that Maknojia is not entitled
to withholding of renpoval under the Immgration and Nationality
Act (INA) or to protection under the CAT is supported by
substanti al evidence, and Maknojia has not shown that the record
conpels a contrary conclusion. The petition for review is denied
as to these clains.
