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 PER CURIAM:*

Counsel for Andre Demond Jackson, who pled guilty to a charge of

distribution of cocaine base, has filed a brief in compliance with Anders v.

California.1  The required independent review of the brief, Jackson’s response, and

the record reveal no nonfrivolous issue available to be pressed on appeal.

Accordingly, the motion of counsel to be relieved from further responsibilities

herein is GRANTED and Jackson’s request for appointment of a new appellate

attorney is DENIED.

The appeal is DISMISSED.
