clains of Carnouche for failure to establish a prinma facie case of
discrimnation under Title VII. Myre specifically, the district
court determ ned that Carnouche was not constructively discharged
and that she failed to produce sufficient summary judgnment evi dence
to support an inference of discrimnatory intent.

Fromour careful de novo reviewof the summary judgnent record
from the district court, the facts evident therefrom and from
briefs of able counsel, and the |egal argunents presented by
counsel in their appellate briefs and their argunments to this
court, we can discern no reasonable basis in fact or law for
reversing the determnation of the district court. Consequently,
