| FP under the Prison Litigation Reform Act of 1995 ( PLRA)

because, on at | east three prior occasions while incarcerated,
Brewer has brought an action or appeal in a United States Court
that was dismssed as frivolous. See 28 U . S.C. 8§ 1915(9);

Accordingly, Brewer’s | FP status is DECERTIFIED, and he may
not proceed IFP in any civil action or appeal filed while he is
in prison unless he is under inmm nent danger of serious physical
injury. 28 U S.C 8 1915(g). This appeal is DI SM SSED.

Brewer has 15 days fromthe date of this opinion to pay the
full appellate filing fee of $105 to the clerk of the district
court, should he wish to reinstate his appeal.
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
