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Robert Kevin MCartney, Louisiana state prisoner #358987,
appeals fromthe district court’s dismssals of his five civil
rights conplaints as frivolous pursuant to 28 U S.C. 8§ 1915A
These cases have been consolidated for purposes of this appeal.
McCartney argues that the district court erred by dismssing his
conplaints as repetitious and duplicative of earlier litigation.
We have reviewed the record and find no reversible error.

Because McCartney’s appeals are frivolous, they are DI SM SSED

We previously warned McCartney that additional frivolous
appeals would result in the inposition of sanctions against him
Accordingly, McCartney is BARRED fromfiling any pro se civil
appeal in this court without the prior witten approval of an
active judge of this court. Further, he is BARRED fromfiling
any pro se initial civil pleading in any court which is subject
to this court’s jurisdiction, without the advance witten
perm ssion of a judge of the forumcourt. The clerk of this
court and the clerks of all federal district courts subject to
the jurisdiction of this court are directed to return to
McCartney, unfiled, any attenpted subm ssion inconsistent with
this bar.
