PER CURIAM
Peggy Senega appeals from the district court's affirmance of the
Commissioner’s denia of her application for supplemental security income. She
contendsthat: (1) thedistrict court erred in finding that the record contained substantial

evidence to support the Commissioner’s denial of her disability claim; (2) the

Administrative Law Judge'simproperly relied on ahypothetical posed to the vocational
expert which did not relate al of her impairments; (3) the ALJ erred in applying the
M edical-V ocationa Guidelinesbecausethey fail totakeinto account her nonexertional
impairments, and (4) the ALJ failed to consider the total combination of her
Impalrments.

Our review of the record, briefs, and dispositive precedents persuades that the
district court did not err in concluding that there was substantial evidence to support
the Commissioner’ s decision to deny Senegal’ s disability claim.? The ALJdid not err
in relying on the hypothetical example testimony of the vocational expert becauseitis
not improper for an ALJto accord lessweight to ahypothetical example based entirely
on the claimant’s subjective testimony.®> Nor did the ALJ commit a legal error in
applying the Guidelines after determining that Senegal's nonexertional impairmentsdid
not significantly affect her residual functional capacity towork.* Asregards Senegal’s
clam that the ALJ did not consider her combination of impairments, we lack
jurisdiction to consider that issue as it was not raised before the Appeas Council.
Senegal hasfailed to exhaust administrative remedies, apredicate for our jurisdiction.”

The judgment appealed is AFFIRMED.
