by entering an unconditional guilty plea. See United States v.

Wse, 179 F. 3d 184, 186 (5th Cr. 1999); United States v. Bell

966 F.2d 914, 916-17 (5th GCr. 1992).
Whods argues that the district court erred in refusing to
adj ust her offense |evel for acceptance of responsibility. This

responsibility "under a standard of review even nore deferenti al

than a pure clearly erroneous standard.”" United States v.

Gonzales, 19 F.3d 982, 983 (5th Cr. 1994) (internal citation and
gquotation omtted). Wods denied know ng that she was
transporting cocai ne and fal sely denied rel evant conduct. The
district court did not err in refusing to award an adj ustnent for
acceptance of responsibility. See U S S.G § 3E1.1 comment.
(n.1(a)).

Wods contends that the district court erred in adjusting
her offense | evel upward for obstruction of justice. A district
court’s finding of obstruction of justice pursuant to 8 3CL.1 is
a factual finding which this court reviews for clear error.

United States v. Upton, 91 F. 3d 677, 687 (5th Gr. 1996). The

district court did not clearly err in finding that Wods provided
materially false information to the probation officer regarding
her prior crimnal conduct and her true identity. See 8§ 3Cl.1
coment. (nn.4(h) & 6). The judgnent is
