This court |acks jurisdiction to consider Sheehan’ s renmai ni ng
clainms, because Sheehan did not obtain a Certificate of

Appeal ability to appeal those issues. See Trevino v. Johnson, 168

F.3d 173, 177 (5th Gir.), cert. denied, 527 U S. 1056 (1999).
