Jesse Joe Garza appeals his conviction for being a felon in
possession of a firearm For the first time on appeal, Garza
argues that the district court |acked subject-matter jurisdiction
since 18 U.S.C. § 922(g) does not apply to the facts of his case.
According to Garza, his possession of shotgun shells did not
affect interstate commrerce.

The “in or affecting commerce” elenent of 8§ 922(g)(1)

requires only a mnimal nexus between the shotgun shells and

interstate comerce. United States v. G esham 118 F. 3d 258, 265

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5.

This elenent is satisfied because the
anmuni ti on possessed by Garza previously traveled in interstate
